
	 This Elders and Youth Gathering will last 3 days and will involve 45 Elders from 
3 Nations in Ontario, Nishnawbe Aski Nation (NAN); Grand Council Treaty #3; and, 
The Anishinabek Nation. Local Aboriginal Elders including the Métis Nation of 
Ontario and Non-Aboriginal Elders and local youth will also be invited. The event will 
take place outdoors in a lodge (like a longhouse) built by volunteers, with discussions 
being led by the Elders. Food will be provided for the Elders and youth. (Event is FREE ).
